1. Transition Services

2. Housing

All Military Housing areas on Oahu are run by Civilian Contracting Companies; Island Palm Communities for Air Force and Army, and Forest City for Navy.  Like at all Military Housing installations, communities are organized according to Family size and Soldier rank. Waitlists can be long, especially for large Families, so “the sooner the better” for getting on the lists.

When assigned to the 94th AAMDC on Fort Shafter, your best options will be Aliamanu Military Reservation (AMR), Red Hill, Fort Shafter, and Tripler:

Authorities for Combined/Joint Theater Air and Missile Defense

“Unity of effort, centralized planning, and decentralized execution are key  considerations”  

(JP 3-01)







The C/JFACC / AADC further appoints the Commander of the Army Air and Missile Defense  Command (AAMDC) as the Deputy Area Air Defense Commander (DAADC)…a “coordinator” only.   





The DAADC is responsible for coordinating all IAMD forces in support of the AADC’s  Operations Plan (OPLAN)/AADP – The AAMDC is normally in Direct Support (Joint Command Relationship) to the C/JFACC and the size of the Liaison Team depends on each phase of the operation (normally which ever functional component is decisive/main effort).



The Joint Force Commander (JFC) normally designates the Combined/Joint Forces Air Component Commander (C/JFACC) 

the supported commander for counter air as well as the Area Air Defense Commander (AADC), and delegates the authority for the coordination and execution of Combined/Joint Theater Air and Missile Defense (C/JTAMD) operations.
